The Driver Evaluation/Training Program is coordinated by Johnston-Willis Hospital's Occupational Therapy Department.  The program is designed for individuals with special needs to determine abilities and provide instruc​tion in the safe operation of a motorized vehicle.  Program phases include Pre-driving evaluations, On-the-road evaluations, and Behind-the-wheel training.  Additional program services include Driver Improvement Courses for individ​uals age 55 and over and those who seek point reductions.  Individuals are accepted to the program who are new drivers; therefore, referrals will be identified as new driver or experienced driver.

Driving Assessments
The purpose of the driving assessment program is to determine an individual's abilities to safely operate a motorized vehicle when the individual is handi​capped from developmental deficits, accident, injury, illness, or mental deficiencies.  The assessment process not only determines the individual's abilities, but also indicates adapted equipment needs.  The target popula​tions include spinal cord injured, head trauma, stroke, burns, neuromuscular disorders, amputees, fractures, arthritis, cerebral palsy, and dwarfism.

NOTE:  Hospital is likely to routinely bill for client services amounts exceeding these established rates.  However, rates here on page are special, contract rates to DRS, and therefore, maximum to be paid to vendor (regard​less of billing), as agreed upon in contract.

Driver Training
The purpose of the driver training program is to instruct individuals in the techniques of safe operation of a motor vehicle when adapted equipment or other special needs are indicated.  The length of course will be determined by the student's needs and level of progression.  High level individuals who adapt quickly to new equipment will average approximately 2 hours of instruc​tion.  Individuals under age 19 will require 7 hours of actual behind the wheel instruction.  Additional hours are required in the observation.
