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Since the enactment of the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIOA), the Title VII programs we share responsibility for carrying out at the federal, state, and local levels have undergone widespread change.

In the coming years, we truly have an historic opportunity to join together in advancing an essential goal:   Assuring equality of opportunity, full participation, independent living, and economic self-sufficiency for all such individuals envisaged by the Americans with Disabilities Act.   With history as a guide, let us seize this chance.  
In 2018 – just two years from now – we will mark two transformative events in American history:   

	The 50th anniversary of the Rolling Quads Revolt led by Ed Roberts and others in Berkley in 1968 that helped spark the movement; and 
	The 40th anniversary of the creation of the federal independent living program in 1978. 

As I announced at the NCIL conference, to celebrate and help build on our shared legacy, I will be co-hosting with Lex Frieden and other leaders a series of critical conversations on Independent Living.  I believe engaging in these conversations can help focus us on where we have been, where we are today, and most importantly where we believe IL as a philosophy, culture, and federal program can and must move toward over the next two, five, and ten years. 

We will send out details on when and how we will do this soon.  I am writing to ask for your help in identifying:   

	The top three to five critical questions or opportunities vital to the future of IL;  
	How we can best learn from a diversity of people, perspectives, and experiences; 
	Any individuals, including yourself, who you believe should participate.
